The AAEP’s membership reached a record high in 2005,

with 7,005 veterinarians and 2,104 students as members.

Members who live outside of the United States continue

to be an important group served by the association:  six

percent of AAEP members are Canadians and 11 percent

live in other countries.  The most active international

community for AAEP membership (outside of North

America) is Australia, which has 73 members.  This is 

followed closely by Germany with 71 members and the

United Kingdom with 62 members.  Within the United

States, the states that have the highest number of AAEP

members also are the states that have the largest horse

populations.  California leads the way with 593 mem-

bers, followed by Texas with 444 members and Florida

with 360 members.
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Unwanted Horse Summit Charts 
Historic Course for Unwanted Horses

Over 25 equine-industry organizations and one U.S. Congressman partic-
ipated in the nation’s first-ever Unwanted Horse Summit, held April 19,
2005, in Washington, D.C. The meeting, hosted by the AAEP, served as
the first step in identifying long-term solutions to improve the quality of
life of unwanted horses. Discussion at the Summit focused on the factors
that contribute to unwanted horses as well as the approaches to address-
ing the problem.

Participants next formed a national steering committee and developed a 
mission statement:  “To reduce the number of unwanted horses and improve
their welfare through education and the efforts of organizations committed
to the health, safety and responsible care of the horse.” In addition, a Web
site that will connect horse owners and breeders to unwanted-horse
resources is under development.  The AAEP has continued to facilitate the
group’s work until a long-term organizational structure is solidified in 2006.

The AAEP Updates Long-Range Strategic Plan

As part of its commitment to providing outstanding services to its members for the benefit of the horse, the AAEP board
of directors developed a new three-year strategic plan in 2005.  The plan’s primary goals are to expand membership
programs to meet the changing needs of its members; develop a diverse mix of CE offerings outside of the annual 
convention; and strengthen the AAEP’s influence in public policy decision making.

West Nile Virus Vaccination, Drug Compounding Guidelines Released 

As a supplement to the AAEP’s “Guidelines for the Vaccination of Horses,” the Vaccinations Task Force released 
recommendations for the administration of the West Nile virus vaccine in 2005. Recommendations for the vaccine’s use
are based on age, type and level of activity of the horse. The guidelines are intended to serve as a reference for veteri-
narians as they employ vaccines in their respective practices. 

The topic of drug compounding also was addressed by the AAEP last year through its the Drug Compounding Task
Force, which released guidelines regarding the responsible use of compounded medications by veterinarians. The AAEP
is one of the first organizations to directly address the mounting ethical dilemmas and consequences related to illegal
compounding.

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Recommendations Issued Regarding Medication 
in Horses Presented for Sale at Public Auction

The Medication Issues at Public Auction Task Force developed recommendations for medication usage in horses 
presented for sale at public auctions. The objective of the recommendations is to establish best practices for the 
presentation of horses at public auction for fair and equitable establishment of the horse’s value, and to discourage the
use of medication that may cloud the horse’s true health status. The recommendations were drafted with Thoroughbred
auctions in mind, and released in December 2005.

Eleanor Green Named 2006 Vice President

Eleanor Green, DVM, made history when she became the first female practitioner to be named to the AAEP Executive
Committee. Selected as the 2006 vice president, Dr. Green will ascend to the AAEP presidency in 2008. Dr. Green’s work
with the AAEP includes serving as the District III director from 1996 – 1999 and chairperson of the Internship and
Student Relations Committee and the Foundation’s Student Scholarship Task Force. She also has been a member of the
Research, Educational Programs, Nominating, 50th Anniversary and Public Relations committees.

The AAEP’s commitment to attracting more veterinary
students to equine medicine is reaping benefits for the
profession. The AAEP’s student membership has
increased by 147 percent over the last four years, with the
association’s student members currently totaling more
than two thousand. This continued growth is largely due
to the AAEP’s many student-focused initiatives.

Avenues Program, Student
Chapters Offer Hands-On
Experience

One of the biggest benefits of AAEP student membership
is the opportunity to participate in hands-on learning
experiences.  The Avenues program, which encourages
current veterinary students and new graduates to take
advantage of the practical training in medicine and prac-
tice management offered by AAEP-member practices,
facilitated the placement of 140 new graduates in intern-
ships in 2005.  Many additional students participated in
externships.

The number of schools participating in the AAEP’s 
student chapter program grew to 34 last year with the
addition of the Western University of Health Sciences.
AAEP student chapters are an excellent complement to a
veterinary school’s curriculum, as students can partici-
pate in AAEP-sponsored short courses on dentistry, 
farrier techniques and emergency and disaster prepared-
ness. Many private practitioners also work directly with
student chapters as mentors.

Students Benefit from Annual
Convention Networking

The 327 veterinary students who attended the 2005
AAEP Annual Convention in Seattle, Wash., enjoyed 
several opportunities to network with equine veterinari-
ans.  The second annual Avenues Career Night attracted
fifty equine practices to an evening of meeting and inter-
viewing students for externship and internship positions.
The student luncheon was one of the most popular in
recent years, with students receiving real-world advice
mixed with a heavy dose of humor.

When one envisions the future leaders of equine medicine, students like Meredith
Pierce come to mind.  Meredith, who is in her third year at the OSU College of
Veterinary Medicine, is combining her life-long love of the equine with her passion
for improving the health of performance horses.  She was attracted to equine medi-
cine because of its vast opportunities. “The endless options that are available to an
equine practitioner have been one of the driving influences in my career decision,”
Meredith explained.  “I am motivated by the development of new technology and
the ways it can work with preventative medicine, as well as new methods to enhance
performance and decrease the incidence of disease and injury.”

In addition to performance
horse medicine, she will explore equine reproduction and referral practice.  Through these experiences she hopes to find
the niche that best suits her goals.

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In addition, 71 percent of members said they use the meetings and resources sponsored by the AAEP to obtain their
CE credits.  When asked what the AAEP could offer or do differently to assist members in obtaining CE hours, the
most common responses were the sponsorship of regional meetings and more online courses.  However, most
respondents indicated they were pleased with the AAEP’s current efforts and encouraged the association to “keep
up the good work!”

Resort Symposium

Seventy-nine attendees and 72 guests made the journey to the wilds of South Africa for the AAEP’s 7th Annual Resort
Symposium, Jan. 25 – 30.  The meeting, sponsored by AAEP Educational Partner Bayer Animal Health, was held at the
Hans Merensky Estate, a resort bordering the world-famous Kruger National Park. In between a schedule packed with
recreation, attendees participated in an available 15 hours of continuing education in three half-day sessions that 
featured in-depth discussions of surgery, reproduction and medicine. 

With a unique location and a perfect blend of exceptional CE and recreation, the Resort Symposium annually offers
veterinarians a winter escape with the bonus of valuable learning opportunities. Many attendees bring along their 
families for an extended getaway. The Resort Symposium took place in the historic city of Rome, Italy, in 2006, and
will head to Los Cabos, Mexico, in 2007. 

Focus Meeting & Practice Management Seminar

In its third year, the AAEP’s educational meeting, Focus, again teamed up with the 13th Annual Practice Management
Seminar for the association’s joint summer CE event. The meeting was held July 31 – Aug. 2 in Quebec City, Canada,
and attracted 166 participants, with an especially strong turnout from Canadian veterinarians. 

The objective of Focus is in-depth exploration of a specific condition or modality with the best researchers and practi-
tioners in the field. The focus in 2005 was on colic. The topic for the 2006 meeting will be dentistry.

The Practice Management Seminar once again offered an opportunity for attendees to gather valuable information on
daily practice management issues in an interactive setting. Throughout the seminar, a highly qualified set of individuals
familiar with the business side of the equine veterinary industry delivered comprehensive presentations that were 
practical and applicable.

Providing quality continuing education is one of the AAEP’s most important member services.  As part of

the 2005 membership survey, AAEP members ranked the quality of the association’s CE programs very

favorably.  Eighty percent of respondents said the AAEP’s CE efforts are much better or somewhat better

than other industry sources of equine CE.

51st  Annual Convention 

The AAEP 51st Annual Convention, held Dec. 3 – 7 in
Seattle, Wash., attracted a crowd of nearly 5,900 veteri-
nary professionals, guests and exhibitors, making it again
the largest equine veterinary continuing education event
in the world. Attendance was the third highest in AAEP
history, behind only the Denver convention (2004) and
the New Orleans convention (2003).  

The 2005 annual meeting featured nearly 100 scientific
presentations including the Kester New Hour, sessions on
professional development and practice management,
abstract sessions on medicine, reproduction, lameness,
respiratory, “how to” sessions and “Case-Based Dry
Labs with Experts.” The Table Topics proved very popu-
lar, with each session packed full of eager participants.

The Frank J. Milne State-of-Art Lecture was given by
one of the AAEP’s recent past presidents, Dr. Wayne
McIlwraith, who enlightened the membership on the
subject of equine orthopaedic surgery.  

The AAEP extends its thanks to AAEP Educational
Partner Bayer Animal Health for its sponsorship of
Focus, and to AAEP Educational Partner Boehringer
Ingelheim for its sponsorship of the Practice
Management Seminar. 

Equine Veterinary Wet Labs

For the first time in 2005, the AAEP’s Equine Veterinary
Wet Labs were held as a stand-alone event, separate from
the annual convention.  The wet labs were held at the
Kentucky Horse Park, Lexington, Ky., in September. The
hands-on wet labs featured sessions in introductory and
advanced ultrasound, dentistry, lameness diagnosis,
reproduction, advanced dentistry and foot surgery.

A new year brought a new vision for the AAEP Foundation.  Unveiled at the annual convention in Seattle, Wash., the
Foundation’s new branding campaign – Help Us Help Horses – takes the AAEP’s charitable arm in a new and exciting
direction.  Dedicated to improving the health and welfare of the horse through the support of research, education,
benevolence and the equine community, this renewed mission increases the Foundation’s outreach to veterinarians,
horse owners, and most importantly, the horse. 

Disaster Relief Fund Helps Gulf Coast Horses

In September, the AAEP Foundation created an Equine Disaster Relief Fund to help with
recovery and rebuilding efforts for equine victims of hurricanes Katrina and Rita as well
as future disasters.  Over $135,000 has been donated to the fund with more than $80,000
distributed thus far to help horses in Louisiana and Mississippi.  The Foundation contin-
ues to work with agencies and veterinary members from the Gulf Coast region to identify
and assist with the long-term needs in these equine communities.

Colic Research Symposium Highlights 
Treatment Advances

Many of the new advances that will affect the way veterinarians treat colic in the coming years were presented at the
Foundation-sponsored 8th International Equine Colic Research Symposium.  Held in Quebec City, Canada, in conjunc-
tion with the AAEP’s Focus meeting on Colic, the research symposium brought together more than 100 veterinarians
for an informative series of lectures and poster sessions.  The symposium’s goal was to exchange colic information
among researchers, help increase collaboration within the veterinary community, and stimulate new research.  A white
paper of these findings is available at www.aaepfoundation.org.

Investing in the Future

An important goal of the Foundation is investing in the education of future veterinarians.  A three-year program, 
funded by the Foundation, was started in 2005 to help educate AAEP student members through participation in hands-
on courses.  AAEP members throughout the country conducted short courses at veterinary schools on the topics of 
dentistry, emergency preparedness and farrier techniques.

In addition, the AAEP Foundation awarded youth scholarships and sponsorships in 2005 to horse enthusiasts and 
veterinary students. Two young horse owners attended Horseman’s Day at the AAEP annual convention, courtesy of
the Foundation.  The Foundation also provided $34,000 in funds to veterinary students wishing to attend the AAEP
annual convention, and supported the annual Opportunities in Equine Practice weekend, which helps attract third-year
veterinary students to equine medicine.

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Foundation Teams with American
Live Stock Insurance Company to

The AAEP Foundation collaborated with the Foundation
for Biomedical Research (FBR) to launch a new educa-
tional program entitled HORSE FACTS during the
AAEP annual convention.  Supported in part by a
$25,000 grant from the AAEP Foundation, this program
promotes public understanding, respect and support for
the vital role that equine research plays in advancing
equine veterinary health and medicine.  

Fundraising Hits Record High

Thanks to the generous contributions of AAEP members,
horse owners, corporate sponsors and educational part-
ners, the AAEP Foundation raised a record $225,000 in
2005.  With the support of AAEP Educational Partner
Fort Dodge Animal Health, more than $118,000 was
raised during the silent and live auctions at the 2005
Foundation Celebration. The Equine Memorial Program
resulted in more than $35,000 in donations to the
Foundation, and $45,000 in proceeds was received from
sales of the Horse Sense calendar.

Horse owner education is an important aspect of veteri-
nary practice for many AAEP members.  According to
the 2005 membership survey, 47 percent of AAEP mem-
bers said they have always been very involved in educat-
ing their clients, while 42 percent said they are more
involved now with client education than they were five
years ago.

AAEP members continued to donate their
time and knowledge to one of the site’s most popular 
features, Veterinary Rounds, in which owners can
inquire directly to veterinarians about a range of horse-
health issues. The number of subscribers to the
myHorseMatters e-newsletter also grew last year.  Over
13,000 individuals now receive the e-newsletter on a bi-
weekly basis.

The AAEP’s custom-designed Powerpoint presentations
are one of the most popular client education tools offered
by the association.  Dr. Ben Espy frequently uses the pre-
sentations when talking to groups of horse owners.
Because of his board certification in theriogenology, he is
most often asked to deliver talks using the pregnant mare
and newborn foal presentations.

The biggest benefit of the
presentations, explained
Dr. Espy, is that you have
ready-made, peer-reviewed
material that does not need
to be altered and will not
become obsolete as tech-
nology advances.
